entry. Entering stations must be members
of NFCB.

In choosing the Volunteer of the Year, the
judges will consider quality of service,
character of service, length of service,
and uniqueness of circumstances. Every
volunteer who is nominated will receive
a letter of congratulations from NFCB,
informing them of the high esteem
in which you hold them, and each
nominee will receive a certificate suitable
for framing. The Volunteer of the Year
receives a beautifully engraved plaque.
The Award is presented at the Community
Radio Conference.
