Preference is given to
volunteers who work behind the scenes
rather than on the air.

EACH VOLUNTEER MUST BE NOMI-
NATED BY THE STATION MANAGER.
Entering stations must be members of
NFCB. Stations may nominate more
than one volunteer, but each nomina-
tion requires a separate entry.

Entry fee is $25.00 per nominee.

One Volunteer will win the Award, but
every Volunteer whose name is
entered will be honored by you and by
NFCB. In choosing the Volunteer of
the Year, the judges will consider
quality of service, character of service,
length of service, and uniqueness of
circumstances. Every volunteer who is
nominated will receive a letter of
congratulations from NFCB letting
them know of the high regard that you
have for them and a certificate
acknowledging their contributions to
the station and to Community Radio
suitable for framing. The Volunteer of
the Year receives a beautifully engraved
plaque at the awards ceremony during
the Community Radio Conference.
